Grades & Ratings

Ratings from the March 2010 FIDE list will be used for
the Open and Major, whilst grades published in the
August 2009 ECF list will be used for the Minor.

The Open & Major will be FIDE rated, whilst all sections
including the Open & Major will be ECF graded.

Ungraded Players

Players without a grade in the 2009 ECF list must give
details of estimated playing strength, including any
previously held grading, or current grading from another
body. Ungraded players may not win a grading prize
and, with the exception of the Open may only win 50% of
any other prize.

Notices

The controller reserves the right to transfer players
between tournaments at any time. Prizes may be
amended subject to numbers of entries. English players
playing the Open or Major must be members of the ECF.
Pairings in all sections will be made according to FIDE
swiss pairing rules using the Swiss Master computer
program. The submission of an entry form and payment
of the entry fee is acceptance that the controller’s
decision is final in all matters.
